Ordering Numbers
You can order and compare numbers with 2 digits by using the first number of the two digits.
For example:                                          62,    37,    45,    28

If you wanted to order them from lowest to highest then you need to look for the lowest first number, which in this set is 2, so the order would be:
28,    37,    45,    62 
  
If you wanted to order them from highest to lowest then you need to look for the highest first number, which in this set would be 6, so the order would then be:
62,    45,    37,    28

If 2 numbers both had the same first number then you would need to look at the 2nd digit.
For example:
42,     85,     35,     31

There are 2 numbers that start with 3:
                                                                   35,    31 
To put them in order you need to now look at the 2nd number, in this case 5 and 1.

1 is smaller than 5, so 31 is lower than 35.                                        
31,     35,     42,      85
                      



Comparing numbers
You can compare one number to another by saying that it is bigger or smaller than another number. 
For example:
                      62 is bigger than 25      or      25 is smaller than 62
You could say that it is the biggest or it is the smallest;
                      62 is the biggest number   or   25 is the smallest number
You could also say that a number is more or less than another;
                      62 is more than 25 or 25 is less than 62
